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Annual festival in Munich, Germany, lasting 16—18 days and ending on the first Sunday of October. It began in 1810 as a horse
race celebrating the wedding of the Crown Prince Ludwig of Bavaria, later King Louis I (1786 — 1868) to Princess Therese von
Saxony-Hildburghausen. It is one of the most famous events in Germany and is the world's largest fair, with more than 5 million
people attending every year.

The race was soon combined with the state agricultural fair, and food and drink were offered. In the late 20th century the Munich
breweries celebrated Oktoberfest by setting up large temporary beer halls, each seating 3,000 — 5,000 people, and hiring bands to
entertain the crowds as they ate and drank. Total beer consumption during the festival exceeds a million gallons.

In 1994, the schedule was modified in response to German reunification so that if the first Sunday in October falls on the 1st or
2nd, then the festival would go on until October 3 (German Unity Day). Thus, the festival is now 17 days when the

first Sunday is October 2 and 18 days when it is October 1. In 2010, the festival lasted until the first Monday in October, to mark
the 200-year anniversary of the event. The festival is held in an area named the Theresienwieséfield, or meadow, of Therese),
